Then Elementary School children participate in
our UU Summer Bible School:
A Kingdom of Equals: Jesus’ Radical Path to Love and Justice.
This week Steve Lohse and Lisa Wong-Jacobs will be sharing
ideas about focus, prayer, meditation and juggling.

We are now scheduling our Religious Education programs
for the Fall.   I’ve been talking with parents and children about
our programs, and their interests.  So far I’ve listened to the
Courseys, Helliwells, Greaney-Kikuchis, Higginses, and Marshalls,
mostly very briefly.  I look forward to talking with the rest of the
families participating in RE, as well.

Our Fall Religious Education program begins on Sunday,
September 5, at 10:15 a.m. at Kailua Beach Park, with the
Unitarian Universalist Water Ceremony/Celebration.

Please join us
for the service, and a shared picnic following the service.
