10:15 am February 27, 2011 CIRCLE OF LIFE: A Look at End of Life Issues

Kristin Bryant will speak on End of Life Issues. She asks that we think about how we want to be
treated at the end of our lives (which could be any time), and consider who we want to carry
out those wishes on our behalf. She is an attorney with the University of Hawaii Elder Law
Project and will help provide assistance with Advance Health Care Directives after the service.

The subject of death is complex and we need to live in a way that prepares us for the end of
life. Decision-making can be a spiritual practice. We need to consider our responsibility to our
children/spouse/life partner by being clear about our desires as to how we wish to be treated.
Let us do the spiritual work of caring for ourselves and for our families before a crisis, which is
a bad time to make big decisions! This isn't just for the elderly since Life has many surprises
and young people can also become incapacitated. The rights of people who live together and
are life partners will also be addressed.
